The test was developed by
Rotarian and entrepreneur Herbert J. Taylor during
the Great Depression as a set of guidelines for
restoring faltering businesses and was adopted as
the standard of ethics by Rotary in 1942. 1t is still
seen as a standard for ethics in business
management:

Is it the truth?
Is it fair to all concerned?
Will it build good will and better friendships?
Will it be beneficial to all concerned?
Rotary’s best-known motto is “Service above Self”,
and its secondary motto is “They profit most who

serve best”.

World Peace Fellow studying at the Chulalongkorn
University in Thailand. Her name is Lisa Monette
and she wanted to do something easy but
meaningful as her class project.

She got together with three class mates and
developed the concept of A Million Acts of Peace to
encourage one million citizens of the world to
perform one small act of peace. There is a web
site (www.millionactsof peace.com) and a group on
Facebook. All four are Peace Fellows, two from
Canada, once from India and one from the
Philippines and believe that individual acts of peace
can change the world. Anything you do to further
your understanding of another person, place or
culture is considered an act of peace. An example
is to learn another language or study the history of
another country. Also efforts to help vulnerable or
needy people is also considered an act of peace by
these students. Of course working in a soup
kitchen or donating clothes to Goodwill would fit this
definition. Reno Sunrise has service projects which
promote peace, almost every Friday our speaker
explains some where our help is needed to make
the community a better place.

Just a friendly reminder to you all about this
year’s installment of Rotary Family Flu Shot
Day.

As we have shared with our Rotary partners
since our initial meeting in May for the 2009
Rotary Family Flu Shot Day event, this year’'s
event will be held on >1 $

As with previous year’s events, this is for
children 6 months through adults on a first-
come, first-served basis. We have 3,500 free
doses of seasonal influenza vaccine to support
this event.

As in the past we are again asking that each
Rotary chapter provide 10 to 12 Rotarian
volunteers to help staff the event on Saturday,
October 17, 2009.

In addition, volunteers should plan to_attend
training on Friday, October 16, 2009 from 5:30
to 7:30 p.m. In appreciation for their
participation, free seasonal flu shots will be
provided to volunteers at that time. Please note
that HIN1 flu vaccine will NOT be available at
the event or training.

We will be providing more details (e.g., training
location, staff arrival times for Saturday morning,
maps of each vaccination site, Volunteer
Staging Area, etc.) in the next week after they
have been finalized.
