Martha quickly decided to seek employment.
As your curious editor, | asked her why? Her is her answer...

Why in the World?

| retired from Washoe County Library System 9 months ago. Last Friday | signed a contract to teach ESL at the Adult Basic
Education division of TMCC.

Why in the world would | do that? It was a natural progression for me. My two passions in life are languages and learning.

| learned German by the total immersion method in Stuttgart and remember how scary the first few months were until | knew the
language. This experience taught me empathy for others who can’t communicate in the local language. Later | studied Spanish
and French in school and currently am teaching myself Polish. That’'s one passion.

Learning is my other passion. | am a curious person and love discovering new information.

For the past few months | have been learning how to teach English as a Second or Other Language (TESOL). Once | com-
pleted that certificate | was ready to apply to teach ESL.

The ABE division teaches English as a Second Language to around 1300 students in 5 to 7 week sessions. Classes meet 4
days a week for two hours. There are classes from 8 in the morning until 9 in evening. The division administrators would like to
offer more classes because there are long waiting lists of people desperate to learn English. The number of classes is deter-
mined by the amount of federal grant money available for this purpose. It is expected that students will be functionally bi-lingual
after attending classes for 2 years. Students vary from those who dropped out in grammar school to those who have profes-
sional degrees in their native country. All want to understand and be understood in their adopted country.

By teaching ESL | get to combine my two passions. Plus, being an enthusiastic Rotarian | feel teaching these new residents our
language is a way to build better understanding as well as helping to fulfill Rotary’s literacy goals.
